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NHS activity in the Private Sector








The NHS is increasingly purchasing activity in the private sector. In the past this activity has not been captured by the UK Cardiac Surgical Register. This will become an increasingly important issue as the National Service Framework for Coronary Heart Disease evolves in England and Wales. The following questions are designed to enable us to gain a feel for the level of NHS activity in the private sector so we can more accurately calculate the national level of provision of cardiac services.
